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This is an update on issues that were discussed at the last LGAC meeting.  Please let me know if you need any further information, or have any other questions.

1) Formula for distribution of funds:

a) Number of 1st births –

This number, by County, includes all children ages 0 – 8 in 2001 that are first borns.   Any of these children would be eligible for Oregon Children’s Plan services.

b) County Distribution – 

The formula used, which includes a factor for number of square miles in the county, is the one that OMHAS (OADAP) has used for funding calculations since the 99-01 biennium.  This will continue to be the formula used to calculate the amount each county can bill for services provided under the Oregon Children’s Plan.

2) Providing specialized services in rural counties:

Following the LGAC meeting, further discussion occurred with the AOCMHP A/D Sub-Committee.  They are agreeable to the formulas being used, although they feel that certain rural communities (as mentioned in a budget note) will have difficulty providing services under the current guidelines.  This is because they may not have the specialized services required.  We have agreed to continue to work with AOCMHP to develop a reasonable plan to accommodate these counties.  This may include providing some funds for them to contract for services through existing networks.
