What is the SILC?
We are a group of governor appointees, most of whom have disabilities, working together to promote choice, equal access, and full inclusion of people with disabilities throughout the State of Oregon.

We do this by:

· Identifying the need for IL centers and services in the state,
· Co-developing a State Plan for Independent Living services,
· Monitoring and evaluating the effectiveness of the 3 year State Plan,

· Determining consumer satisfaction with IL services,
· Building coalitions with other disability organizations, and

· Advising on Independent Living (IL) issues, including policy review and comment.
The SILC is looking for committed individuals who believe that disability is a natural part of the human experience and in no way diminishes the right of individuals to:

· Live independently

· Enjoy self-determination

· Make choices

· Contribute to society

· Pursue meaningful careers; and enjoy full inclusion and integration in the economic, political, social, cultural, and educational mainstream of society.

We are looking for people willing to actively participate in making this happen!

When Does the Council Meet?

The SILC meets quarterly for an all day meeting on the first Friday of December, March and June with a September meeting preceded by a day of Annual Retreat and Planning. Most meetings occur in Salem and expenses related to attendance are paid for by the Council. Members serve on at least one committee, scheduled between SILC meetings, usually by 

telephone conference call.  Knowledge of, or a willingness to learn about, Independent Living services is essential.
How Are Vacancies Filled?

Upon recommendation by the SILC, council members are appointed by the Governor for a maximum of two consecutive three-year terms.  In filling vacancies, the SILC assures grass root, consumer control by maintaining representation based on geography, disability, gender, age, ethnicity and other skill related criteria.  To comply with federal requirements, the SILC may at times give priority to applicants who experience a disability, do not work for a Center for Independent Living, do not work for a state agency, and reside outside the Portland/Salem metropolitan area.
